Hervey Bay Golf Club has a wonderful 
golf course that will delight everyone from 
the experienced golf professional to the 
casual player, with multiple teeing positions 
presenting the opportunity for players of all 
abilities to truly test their game. 
The course is well bunkered and built on 
generally flat terrain with some gentle slopes. It 
is a 5,897-metre par-70 test for men, with two 
par-3s and one par-5 on the both the front and 
back nines. Women play a no less enthralling 
par-72 layout measuring 5,217 metres, benefiting 
from extra shots on the 9th and 15th, two of the 
tougher par-4s on the card for the men.

Always willing to embrace new ideas and cater 
to the changing needs of the golfers of today, the 
club even offers a short course measuring 3,600 
metres from the white tees, with a par of 66 for 
men and 68 for women. It’s perfect for those 
short on time but still craving a true golfing test, 
or for those looking to sharpen up their short 
game. 
Golfers and lovers of the great outdoors can look 
forward to a real treat. Our magnificent course 
features a variety of unusual bird life and an 
abundance of natural flora. Kangaroos can often 
be seen hopping across the fairways, especially 
in the early morning or late in the afternoon.
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The Course
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Immaculate in its presentation, thanks to the 
hard work of the Course Superintendent and his 
dedicated team, the playing surfaces are second 
to none, with the fast, firm, true-running greens 
one of the defining features.
The fairways and greens are always lush as we 
have an abundant supply of recycled water and 
are not dependent on natural rainfall. 
Yes, the course invariably looks a picture. But 
don’t drop your guard in these picturesque 
surroundings, because there is a thorough 
examination of your golf game coming up and 
one that is going to require your full attention.

To score well at Hervey Bay you need to bring 
your A-game. That’s “A” for accuracy. So the 
best advice is to pick the longest club that you 
feel you can consistently hit straight on the day. 
That’s particularly true on the front nine, which 
though shorter features some doglegs and 
fairways that are lined with mature gum trees.
The back nine is longer, but slightly more 
forgiving and provides more of an opportunity for 
the aggressive golfer to open their shoulders off 
the tee. 



Members or visitors who play the course 
regularly learn which side of the hole to 
leave their approach to give themselves 
birdie opportunities, rather than having to putt 
defensively to save par.
Course knowledge is everything, which is why 
after one round you will want to come back 
again and again. It’s not only the golf, though. 
The location is idyllic and the scenery is special. 
You will be as thrilled to see our friendly local 
kangaroo colony lounging around on the course 
as they will be to see you!

Everyone will have their own favourite holes, 
though the par-4 16th is regarded as our 
signature hole. Don’t let the modest distance 
catch you out, because it’s a potential 
card-wrecker.
Apart from that ability to ‘bite you’ the hole is 
most aesthetically pleasing with the elevated tee 
box adjacent to the pond and the large dam in 
front of the green with the feature wall. When the 
aerators are providing the fountain backdrop, it 
is indeed a most picturesque hole. Don’t forget 
your camera!

•  Saturday (winter): Men’s and Ladies’ 
competitions from 6.30am to 8.30am and 
10.30am and 12.30pm. Social golf available 
before 6.30am and after 2.30pm.

•  Sunday: Competition between 7.30am and 
8.30am and 11.00am to 12.00pm.
